· WIPO Copyright Treaty (WCT) and WIPO Performances and Phonograms Treaty (WPPT) 
While not yet in force, the WIPO Copyright Treaty (WCT) (and several agreed statements) and the WIPO Performances and Phonograms Treaty (and several agreed statements), aim to harmonize internationally the way copyright is protected in the digital world, extending in important ways the minimum standards provided under the Berne Convention and TRIPS. The WCT has been signed by 51 countries, and ratified by seven countries (as of April 15, 1999), while the WPPT has been signed by 50 countries, and ratified by five countries. Thirty ratifications are required for these Treaties to enter into effect.
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
