The West Campus is split into two parts that are on/near Forsyth, just West of the main Hilltop Campus. You are going to come to the part that is located at 7 North Jackson, rather than the building located on Forsyth.  The Psychological Service Center (PSC) is located on the northwest corner of N. Jackson and Forsyth.  Historically, the West Campus complex was the old Famous-Barr department store.
DRIVING

From I-64, 70, or 55 (from the east) – Follow signs for St. Louis and/or US 40. Follow US 40 West to the Clayton Rd. exit (look for a large Amoco gas station sign). Turn right at top of the exit on to Skinker Blvd. Go 1 mile north on Skinker to Forsyth Blvd. Turn left on Forsyth and go approximately 1.6 miles to N. Jackson Ave. (You will pass Washington University's main campus and Big Bend Blvd).  Turn right on to N. Jackson Ave. (Even though this is a small street, the intersection has a traffic light; if you reach Hanley, you’ve gone too far).  Follow the directions below for PARKING and GETTING INTO THE BUILDING.

From I-70 (from the north/west) – From I-70, merge onto I-170 S toward Clayton. Take I-170 south to exit Delmar Blvd.  Turn left off the exit onto Delmar.  Take Delmar east to Hanley Rd (approximately 1.3 miles).  Turn right on Hanley. Take Hanley south to Forsyth (approximately 0.6 mile). Turn left on Forsyth. Take Forsyth to N. Jackson. Turn left on N. Jackson. (Even though this is a small street, the intersection has a traffic light; if you reach the BP gas station, you’ve gone too far). Follow the directions below for PARKING and GETTING INTO THE BUILDING.

From I-44 (from the south/west) – From I-44 E, take exit 282 for Laclede Station Rd. toward Murdoch Ave.  Turn left onto N. Laclede Station Rd.  Laclede Station Rd. becomes Hanley Rd.  Take Hanley to Forsyth Blvd. (approximately 3.1 miles).  Turn right on Forsyth. Take Forsyth to N. Jackson. Turn left on N. Jackson. (Even though this is a small street, the intersection has a traffic light; if you reach the BP gas station, you’ve gone too far). Follow the directions below for PARKING and GETTING INTO THE BUILDING.

From I-40 (from the west) when Hwy. 40 Westbound is open in January 2009 – From I-40 eastbound, take the Hanley Road exit, go north (left) and follow Hanley Rd. to Forsyth. Make a right on Forsyth and a left on N. Jackson.  Follow the directions below for PARKING and GETTING INTO THE BUILDING.

PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION
The Psychological Service Center is located just 0.12 miles from the Forsyth Metrolink Station.  Walk west (away from the BP Gas station) on Forsyth until you reach N. Jackson Ave.  Cross the street and turn right.  Enter the building through the door that says “7 North Jackson”, and follow the directions below for GETTING INTO THE BUILDING. 

PARKING

Once you reach N. Jackson, turn left into the first parking lot. (There will be a brown sign that says Washington University in St. Louis and “Customer Parking”). Drive around the large wall on your right to the other side where there are parking spaces.  Park in the surface lot parking area, anywhere between the two signs that say "Retail & Visitor Parking 2 Hour Parking Only." Do not park in the parking garage. 
GETTING INTO THE BUILDING

From the parking lot, walk on N. Jackson Ave. back toward Forsyth. There is a sidewalk that will take you right to the building. Walk past the first door on your right that has a black awning.  Enter through the next set of doors that say "7 North Jackson" (there will be a store on your left named “Glance” and elevators on your right).  After you pass the elevators, walk through the double glass doors on your right.  The Life-Long Learning Center will be straight ahead.  Turn left and walk a short distance down the hall.  At the first chance you have, turn right, and the Psychological Service Center will be on your immediate left hand side.  Enter the waiting room, ring the buzzer, and have a seat; someone will come out shortly to get you. 
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
